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COUNSELOR’S CORNER

NOVEMBER, the month of Thanksgiving, brings many things to feel thankful for --including information you learn at Parent-Teacher Conferences.  After meeting with your child’s teacher this month, use the report card and discussion from the conference as a roadmap for the school year.   It’s easy just to set aside the report card until the next report card shows up, yet it’s helpful to think of it as a daily reminder of what can be targeted for improvement.  Hanging it on the refrigerator is a great visual for what needs to be focused on each day.

Families are busy, yet make it a priority to read with your child daily, practice math facts and spelling of words, and support his/her class activities so your child sees your interest and investment in education.

Along with academics, encourage your child to practice making stronger social connections.  The sense of belonging is a basic need, so ask questions about how he/she is trying to make friendships feel stronger.

Being able to take turns in a selfless way

Displaying good sportsmanship at recess and in class

Paying attention to what others are saying and doing

Having the ability to deal with conflict appropriately

Following the flow of a conversation and staying focused

Using coping skills when feeling angry or frustrated

Showing a sense of humor and using it at the right time

Developing empathy for others

Using good body language and gestures

Being able to read body language and facial expressions

Responding in a fair, caring, respectful style
